Auto Mag
Status Report

 It’s been over 7 years since we took on the challenge of bringing the Auto Mag® back to market.  We have not only been successful in bringing the famous classic firearm back into existence, but we have made it better than the original by correcting most of its inherent flaws.  Our version (the “Model-D”) of the Auto Mag® .44 is far superior to any of the previous iterations.  Our Loris S.C. made firearms are safe, reliable, and include over 50 improvements to the original designs.  They contain innovations that improve safety and reliability; are unique and not part of any other firearm.  Our goal is to continue to make improvements to the Auto Mag that are backward compatible with our earlier guns.   
Our team has succeeded beyond my expectations in producing the highest quality firearm.  The path to getting here is strewn difficulties and problems including the additional time and money needed to take us from start-up to manufacturing and the impact of Covid 19 on our supply chain. Even now we are in the process of making every part interchangeable so that our assembly time will drop and increase the life of your firearm. This will also make the guns easier to repair. However, the main reason we are doing this is that several of the cast parts used in the Auto Mag® have variations in them that requires a very skilled gunsmith to build the gun and marry the parts together. I initially thought that the assembly time would drop as we continued to build guns, but it has not dropped enough, and we are searching hard for additional assemblers with the required skill level. 
To address this issue, we recently started a program to replace the cast hammer, accelerator block, trigger, sear (and possibly the accelerator) with “made from billet” rather than cast material.  Currently, depending on the tolerances of these cast parts, they require the trigger bar to be hand fitted and overall, these processes are taking five or six hours to complete the entire gun. We have already completed the “made from billet” for the new hammer, accelerator block, and trigger. The sear is very close to being finished. Once that is done, we can modify the trigger bar to fit these parts and our assembly time should drop down to the point that will allow us to make 80 Auto Mags® per month; and, with some improvements to the frame casting and accelerator it could drop to as little as one hour per gun. However, until these changes are completed, our production rate is slow. We completed 39 in month before last and I assumed that we would be at a least 60 per month by now but due to having only one assembler and the time required we only completed 21. During this transition we are starting to prototype the .357amp caliber Auto Mag and should have it available for purchase in the coming months.

I can’t thank you enough for your patience. I will try and be timelier with updates in the future.
